ITALIAN LANGUAGE COURSES

Studying Italian in Salerno and /or Naples will allow you to not only learn the Italian language but also to experience Italian culture in a
vibrant atmospheric southern Italian city. General Italian Courses run all year round with a program divided into 6 levels, according to the
CEFR Common European Framework, from absolute beginners to advanced level (A1-C2). All the courses develop practical communication skills.
Students from the age of 16 are accepted and the minimum period of attendance is 1 week.
